B. They may not believe me...they may think I’'m lying.
C. (Romans 1:16; 1 Peter 4:11).

Excuse Number Three: “l Don’t Have Enough Ability”
A. (Exodus 4:10).

B. I’'m not a good speaker.

C. (Acts 7:22; 1 Cor. 2:1).

V. Excuse Number Four: “I Am Not As Qualified As Others”
A. (Exodus 4:13).
B. Have someone else do it.
C. (Matthew 20:27).
